THE NARWHAL EXPEDITION
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The PURPOSE of this SCIENTIFIC EXPEDITION is to explore the regions around the fabled SOUTHERN POLE. It is being undertaken by the heir to the Talbot industrial fortune, RICHARD TALBOT, in association with the famed explorer THOMAS DUNFIELD of the United States. Unlike some previous attempts to reach the Pole, which were thwarted due to adverse conditions and a lack of supplies, the NARWHAL EXPEDITION will empty a hitherto un-dared method. The good ship NARWHAL, a Norwegian-registered ICEBREAKER, will push through the pack ice of the Ross Ice Shelf as deeply as possible. Instead of RETREATING when the winter comes, the ship will be allowed to be FROZEN in the ice for the long night, serving as a base. The expedition will not return to the ship until late in the following autumn, when the ice is still soft enough to be broken through.
